1. This League is a set of 14 Teams divided into 2 groups of 7 Teams each.
2. This will be a 12 overs League played by Hard Tennis Cricket Ball (Centre Court)
3. Maximum of 30 Players can be added per squad.
4. A player must play at least 2 League games to be eligible for the playoffs
5. 50% Points will be shared if the match is cancelled/abandoned due to weather.
6. In case of a tie, then super over will be applied, to decide the winner.
7. All players must be in same color jersey/t-shirts. Trackpants are must, no player will be allowed to 

play if he’s wearing shorts and slippers. Shoes are mandatory. 
8. The playing teams must be present 30 minutes before the schedule start of the game.
9. If a team fails to reach on time, then the Umpire shall reduce their Batting side 2 overs per 10  

minutes  and in case of a no show (after waiting 30 minutes, the opponents will be declared as 
winners)

10. For 12 Overs match the first 3 overs of each innings only 2 fielders shall be allowed to field 
outside the inner circle. 

11. For the remainder of the innings a maximum of 5 fielders shall be allowed to field outside the 
inner circle. 

12.Only 5 players on the legside will be allowed.
13. Minimum 7 Players should be available at the ground at toss time (i.e. 15 minutes before match

starts)
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1st ANNUAL MEET

1. Any delivery on the leg side of a batsman will be called a wide if he is not able to make contact or 
it doesn’t touch any part of his person. 

2. Any delivery that bounces over the Batsman’s head will be called a Wide. 
3. A Bowler can bowl 1 bouncer in 1 over. Any more delivery that goes over the shoulder will be 

called a No Ball. 
4. Any ball that is thrown out side the pitch will be declared as a Wide Ball.
5. A full toss delivery over the waist of the batsman will be called a No Ball. 
6. Free Hit for No Ball in any situation.
7. LBW decisions will not be applicable. However, a batsman can run on leg byes and byes. Also, no 

leg byes will be considered if the batsman does not attempt any shot.
8. The Leg Umpire can signal the wide ball that goes over the head, but main umpire makes the call. 

The umpire if not from the batting side can signal the no ball over the waist but it’s the main 
umpire that makes the call.

9. Both Teams will bring Spring Stumps for their match. If there are no stumps at the ground, the 
match will be abandoned and points will be shared.

10. Boundary will be set up by the Home Team (will be announced in the whatsapp group).
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1st ANNUAL MEET

A. The top two teams from each group will qualify for SemiFinals, based on their points or NRR. 

If rain stops play
• at any stage of play, the match will be decided on a super over and if not points will be shared.
• final match, in the event of a non possibility of a super over also, both the teams will be declared 

as joint winners. 
• in case of abandoned semi final match 
a) a team with higher points in the league stage will go through to the finals. 
b) in case of equal points a team with better run rate in the league stage will go through to the finals

1. The scoring will be done by batting side on CricClubs app. Login credentials will be provided to 
the Captains. All teams are requested to have a backup scorebook just in case the app crashes.

1. Under the ICC Cricket Code of Conduct, it is considered unsportsmanlike to:
appeal excessively, appeal in an intimidating manner towards an umpire; or repeatedly appeal
under the knowledge that the batsman is not out

Any instances of such behavior are punishable by awarding penalty runs (5 runs), as adjudicated and  
imposed by the umpires, or fines or match bans, as adjudicated and imposed by the umpire or any of the 
committee member.

2. All the teams will play in good spirit and maintain the decorum of the game and no one will be allowed  
to pass any comments/remarks on any one/s on the field or of the field. If any such incident comes to the 
notice, then the Tournament Committee has full powers to enquire the matter and if proved true then 
such team including player/s will be penalized/removed from the tournament.

3.  If any player is caught while provoking a dispute with fellow teammate or opponent or umpire or any 
committee member, the Elite Premiere League of Cricket Management has complete authority to remove 
the player from the Match or the League itself.
