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Rules
Except as varied hereunder, the Laws of Cricket shall apply to all matches played in the New York National Cricket League   ( NYNCL )
Mandatory rules:
The captains of both teams are responsible for ensuring:

1. League rules are understood by their players, and applied fairly

2. Use CricClub App for live scoring this will avoid all the extra work.

3. CricClubs: All scores (full scorecards, including bowling figures) must be entered in CricClubs by the Tuesday following the game. For example, if your game is on Sunday May 7, your scores must be entered by Tuesday, May 9 on CricClubs.

Schedule:

4. Based on a randomized round robin system.

5. Teams will play the same number of games.

6. Rained out games count as a valid game

7. Team not showing up on game day or canceling on schedule will forfeit the game.

Ranking:

8. Based on Points basis.

9. Then head to Head Match Up

10. NRR will break a ranking tie. NRR will be calculated based on ICC standards automatically in Cricclubs
11. A player will need to play a minimum of 4 games to qualify for Playoffs. Rained out games will count as a game played for a player – only if game is cancelled on the day of and umpire signs off on the player list by the captains.

12. Players need to be registered on CricClubs with full name and photo which is clearly recognizable. This Is Mandatory  
13 Captain shall nominate 11 players (“Playing 11”) in writing to the match official
before the toss. No player (member of the playing eleven) may be changed after the nomination without the consent of the opposing captain.

14. Umpires will carry a blank sheet with them to every game, which each captain will fill in with their respective Playing 11 prior to the start of the game.
15. Playing 11 should be entered in Cricclubs before start of the season. New players can beadded to the team’s roster until July 4. After July 4, all teams will be locked in Cricclubs.

16. No new player or guest player can be added after July 4
17. If a player is not on CricClubs – then they are not allowed to play the game. Game will be considered to be forfeit if a player who is not registered on CricClubs plays the game.

Please issue a protest and play the game. Report the incident to the league and we will look into it.

18. Player in a team cannot play in any other team within the League.

19. . A runners shall be allowed for batsmen injured or hurt during a game

20. The substitute fielder shall only be permitted in cases of injury or illness…and should not include what is commonly referred to as a ‘comfort break’.

The substitute fielder shall only be permitted if the player becomes injured after the playing XI is nominated at the start of the game.

21. The substitute may not bat, bowl, keep wickets or act as captain.

22. An injured player may return to the game if they have recovered. But they cannot immediately resume bowling (or batting if their team’s innings commences while they are off the field). They will have to spend an equal amount of time on the field – as they spent off the field.

23. Captain has to get umpire’s permission to use the substitute.

24. The substitute would need to be registered member of the team on CricClubs.

25. Exceptions to the above rules are allowed under special circumstances if both the captains and umpires agree on it.
26. The League do not stop for Ramadhan , but any teams taking off for Ramadhan will have to play double games later to make up for they point or they will forfeit the games .

27.New York States and Parks Rules  No smoking, No alcohol in State Parks so any one caught doing any of the following , the league is not responsible.
28. Open Fire is not allow like barbecuing is not allow in Parks except for Whitestone where it  is allowed
Morning Game
1. Game can start at 9:00am or before but needs to complete it before 1:30 pm. If match is not started on time, then umpire will decide the overs deduction

2. 30 overs game cannot be played after 9:00 am.

3. Game can be started any time before 9 am (8 or 8.30 am) but game has to end 1:30 pm (Hard end time). Winner will be decided by run rate.

If the first ball is bowled at 9:00am then team can choose 30 overs game or cut off time of 11:10 am for 1st innings (they can bowl   30 in that time slot). a 10 mins break and 2nd inning should start at 11:20am and finish by 1.30 pm and if the doesn’t complete by 1.30 then game will be stopped and winner will be decided based on run rate.

Afternoon Game

If the first ball is bowled at 1:40 pm then team can choose 30 overs game or cut off time of 3:50pm am for 1st innings (they can bowl   30 in that time slot). a 10 mins break and 2nd inning should start at 4:00pm and finish by 6:20 pm .

Its Umpire’s responsibility to control the game flow and implement all the rules.

1. Umpire has to stop the game at 1.30 pm at any cost.

2. Umpire has to inform captain and ask him to speedup if he is not able to complete 15 overs per a hour rate.

3. An over for every 5 minutes late will be penalized for the team coming late and then there is a cut off rule on top of it.
4. Team must have At least (7) Players Dress before a game could be started 
5. Umpire fees for 2018 will be for 30 overs competition  $100 if there is 2 umpires  and $60  if only one  and for T20 Competition it will be  $60 if there is 2 umpires and $40 if only  one
Teams will play round robin and top 8 teams will qualify for the Playoff. Playoff rules will be separately posted.

2. Only cricket whites and white pads are allowed to play.

3. All the games have to be completed; team walking out will lose the points.
4. Playing games under protest:  Inform umpire and other captain if you are playing under protest and once the game is completed umpire will send protest to Executive committee,

5.  NOTED NO TEAMS TO SEND IN PROTEST, ALL PROTEST DONE AT THE GROUND TO UMPIRES HE THEN SUBMITTED PROTEST
6.  Case will then be discussed and appropriate action will be taken. If coordinator is involved in the issue, then he will be no part of the case discussion.

7. Stats Must be submitted by every team by Tuesday .

8. In case of Tie or inclement weather conditions each team will get a point. Super over will be played for a tie game at knock out/playoff stage Only (More details will be published at later stage).

9. Umpire decision is final decision. Everyone has bad day so get over it. You can always report the issue and league will make sure they will send you the quality umpires.

10. You are free to claim over’s if the opponents are late. After scheduled start time you can claim 1 over for every 5 minutes , umpires will decide on this. At last we need to have a good game and not fight.

11. Fighting will not be tolerated in our league , Any players throw any punch or attack any other players will be immediately ban from  the league. No exception.
12. Standard ICC rules whichever is applicable will be used. For example, D/L method will not be used. Inform umpire when you are bringing in the substitute player etc…

13. Its teams Responsibility to dispose the garbage properly. After all we are playing gentle men’s game.

14. Its captain Responsibility to maintain bowling rate of 15 over’s per hour.

Note:

ICC Rules for reference

Calling the other team captain, a day before is good idea so that you can start the game on time.

There are a few important ones for now:

1. If a morning game starts at 9:00 am it will be of 30-overs duration……..and will not go

    Beyond the 1:30pm mark

2. For every 5 minutes a team is late, the opposing team can claim 1 over

3.: THE TEAM THAT IS LATE LOSES THE TOSS.

4. IF a game ends in a tie……….each team will be awarded 3 points each…P.S   Super Over will be play if time permit that will be decided  by the umpire 
5. DUCKWORTH / LEWIS: WE ARE NOT USING D/L SO PLEASE DON’T BRING IT UP.

AND:

6. FOR ALL DIVISION, THE POINTS SYSTEM WORKS THIS WAY: 6 POINTS FOR A WIN………3 FOR A TIE………0 FOR A LOSS…….3 EACH IF A GAME IS ABANDONED / RAINED OUT.

7. WHEN IS A GAME LEGITIMATE IN THE EVENT OF RAIN AND / OR BAD LIGHT ??

    THE RULES BELOW……ARE VERY IMPORTANT……….THEY WERE SENT OUT IN

    

    PLEASE NOTE THEM.

DO NOT MAKE UP YOUR OWN RULES AS YOU GO ALONG
WE CANNOT AFFORD TO REPLAY MATCHES IN THE EVENT OF RAIN.
THE TEAM WITH THE HIGHER NET RUN-RATE WILL ADVANCE.
IF IT RAINS DURING THE SECOND INNINGS THE TEAM BATTING SECOND:
IN A 30-OVER GAME…………HAS TO BAT 10 OVERS AND GAME IS VALID.
IN A 25 OVER GAME…………HAS TO BAT 8 OVERS
Please make sure both captains agree and implement if one of them has issues then it is not applicable. 30 yards’ circle rule.
1. It is mandatory for Batsman , Keepers (When Keeping up to the stumps),Forward short- leg and Silly Point  to wear a Helmet For Safety Reasons. This Rules will be enforce by All umpires .  
2.  First 10 over’s is mandatory power play only 2 Fielders outside the circle.

3. Free hit on all  No-Balls.

4. Max 5 members will be allowed to field outside the 30 yard circle after the power play. Umpires will be responsible to warn the team and give no ball if necessary.
Note: There must be  at least 4 players inside the circle of 30 yards throughout the game  Note : Keeper and bowler do not count 

Protest
· Every protest has to be reported on the same day.

· Umpire has to be aware that you are playing under a protest.

· Any team walking out of the game has no right to protest.

· A protest is not valid if its made after the start of the 2 innings.

· Failing do to any of the above  (4)  results in an invalid protest.
